DESCRIPTION

During this professional development, science teacher associates and principals who are part of the PROM/SE project (Promoting Rigorous Outcomes in Math and Science Education) will first find out more about PROM/SE and exciting opportunities in the field of science. 

Following an evening Science Associates Orientation in May, associates will come together for a three-day immersion to build knowledge and teaching skill. The first day will introduce participants to data from their various districts and how it relates to content. They will learn the importance of data and how to interpret it in perspective. The first day will also involve learning about science content knowledge and how it relates to data. The second day will focus more on science content knowledge in relation to data and going more in-depth into the district data set. The third day will be spent learning leadership skills necessary for these teachers to communicate their data sets to their teacher colleagues in order to move toward improvements in curriculum and instructional practice in science education. SB-CEUs and MSU Graduate Credits will be available, pending approval. Those participants who register for graduate credit will be responsible for tuition and their work will be assessed based on an extended assignment, appropriate to the content (for example, choice of a rigorous paper or project due within two weeks of the activity). Stipends and travel expenses will be reimbursed.
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
