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1. For each idea you listed in Instructional Materials Summary Table, Worksheet 3, identify the appropriate Grade Level Content Expectation.  Note that you may have to consider the GLCE for grades other than the one with which you are working.  If the GLCE is at the expected grade level, mark it in black; code the GLCE green if it is expected at a higher grade, and purple if it is expected at a lower grade. 

2. Identify which GLCE, if any, are not addressed at all in the materials by highlighting them in some way.

3. Identify which GLCE, if any, are addressed in multiple grades.  Clarify whether the overlap might exist because the materials are redundant or the idea is being expanded or applied.

4. In mapping your materials, you may have identified some gaps.  One way to address a gap is to “tweak” current materials slightly.  Identify any grade level expectations that could be made grade level appropriate by “tweaking” current instructional materials and describe how it could be done. {Example: Currently several kindergarten instructional materials have students working with the numbers 1 to 20. The new expectations require students to be fluent with numbers 1-30. Teachers might meet this expectation by “tweaking” their current materials and expanding experiences to 30.}

5. 
In light of your analysis of the content trajectory for perimeter, area and volume in your instructional materials, the development of mathematical proficiency in the materials, and the correspondence to the GLCE, what recommendations do you have for your school/district curriculum?  Be specific and include suggestions for how to share your findings with your colleagues and to begin to implement your recommendations.  Remember that the GLCE are being phased in over a five-year period beginning in 2004/2005.
